


Who is this program for?  
People with a background in a STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, or Mathematics) 

field and the desire to make a difference in Louisiana’s educational system.  Applicants 

should be current undergraduate students majoring in a STEM field or professionals who 

already have a STEM degree and are working in industry.  Graduates of this program will 

use their technical talents and experience to teach in the K-12 school system.

What is this program?  
A partnership between the College of Engineering & Science and the College of Education.  

Participants will earn a Master of Arts in Teaching (including teaching certification for the 

state of Louisiana) through scholarships funded by the National Science Foundation.  The 

STEM-Plus Scholarship is up to $15,000 a year for up to two years, and the STEM-Plus 

Professional Scholarship is up to $35,000 for one year.

Why do we have this program?  
 There is a national shortage of both teachers and STEM professionals.  Recruiting STEM 

graduates to the education field will influence both areas.  Graduates of this program will 

have both deep technical knowledge and a strong foundation in educational philosophies.  

They will be able to offer real-world applications along with the challenging mathematics 

and science concepts they teach.  Their experiences will inspire future generations of 

STEM professionals, and they will be leaders and advocates for STEM education.
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When should you apply?  
Ideally, undergraduates should apply during their sophomore year.  They will 
begin education field hours shortly thereafter, and they will begin taking 
graduate education courses during their senior year.  Professionals should 
apply by February 15 during the year they wish to begin the program.  They 
will start taking classes and observing/teaching in the fall quarter.
