How much will this camp cost?

The LA GEAR UP Explorers Camps are offered to students in any of the LA GEAR UP schools
in Louisiana at no charge. Selected participants will be provided with transportation to camp by
bus and will be transported home again at the conclusion of the camp. The bus will pick your
child up at a school within the district where they attend school. Participating students will stay in
a dormitory on campus while attending the camp. Meal cards will be provided that will give each
participant three all-you-can-eat meals per day. Activity fees are included as part of the camp, so
your child will only need to bring money that they choose to spend for souvenirs, etc. Snacks will
also be provided throughout the camp. Participation in this program will involve no out-of-pocket
expenses for your family.

Will my child be safe?

The safety of your child while in our care is of paramount importance to us, and every effort has
been made to ensure his/her safety. Carefully selected camp counselors have been hired for
each camp. Your child will be assigned to one of these counselors who will stay with your child
24 hours per day while at camp. Each counselor will be assigned only five or six students. In
addition, while in the dorm, a Resident Advisor (RA) is assigned to each floor to monitor dorm
activity. We have hired an additional night monitor to provide an extra layer of security. Project
staff, including university faculty and staff, will be on duty from 7:00 AM until 10:00 PM, and
available by phone 24 hours per day. Again, our counselors will be with your child 24 hours per
day. By signing the application form, you are giving our staff authorization to provide emergency
medical services in the event of injury or iliness during the camp. In the event of injury, Camp
Insurance provided through the project will pay for necessary medical care. In the event of
illness, however, YOU will be responsible for expenses incurred for medical care.
University campuses are patrolled 24 hours per day by university police departments, and
campus-wide video cameras are monitored continuously by police. Your child’s safety will be
our primary concern while they are attending camp.
