When I retire I plan to garden, walk my dog more, read (lots and lots!), and play
the piano (for my own amazement, not for others!). Unless of course my son presents me with grandchild, which could
change the whole spectrum.”

Susan Roach notes that The Louisiana Quilt Documentation Project website is now available. Sponsored by the Division
of the Arts Folklife program, the on-going project gathers and disseminates information about the widely practiced art of
quilting. The project’ ’ s primary goals are to develop appreciation for quilting as an important expressive artistic form, to
assist quilt owners in identifying and preserving and maintaining the history of family and historic quilts, and to compile
a searchable database of quilts. The project’ ’ s website, <www.louisianafolklife.org/quilts>, includes a searchable online
database, featuring over 2300 Louisiana historic and contemporary quilts; profiles of quilters, and information on quilt terms,
resources, documentation, exhibition, care, and preservation. 

The Poetry in Public project, designed by English instructor Veronica Schuder , evolved out of her on-going interest in
alternative ways to teach poetry in the composition classroom. This project asked students to develop a poster concept by
selecting quotations from poems out of the textbook and to generate an image suggestive of the poem's overall theme. After
a writing a series of response journals, analytical summaries, and arguments concerning their selections, the poster concepts
were given to graphic artist Kristy Caldwell, whose publication credits include album art for musician Jack Johnson, Folk
Life Festival posters, and an assortment of artist's books created in collaboration with poets. The final posters were on
display in heavily-trafficked areas of campus during the month of March. Smaller copies of the posters in 18x36 inch format
 can be purchased for $30, a portion of which will go to support Sigma Tau Delta. One of the posters, featuring text from
William Blake's poem "The Tyger" and an image of Katrina victims, is on display outside Veronica’s office, GTM 262. The
other posters will hang soon in the freshman composition computer labs.
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For the past two summers, Anne Reynolds-Case has spearheaded this successful program in which students from Louisiana
Tech have taken advantage of the Tech Costa Rica Program and learned to speak Spanish through immersion in the language
and culture. Approximately 35 Tech students have participated in the month-long program at the Forester Instituto
Internacional in San José, Costa Rica. The program requires students to spend twenty hours each week in intensive language
study in classes limited to no more than six students. Emphasis in the classroom is on listening comprehension and speaking.
Students spend an additional sixteen hours a week visiting various areas of the country by bus and learning first hand about
the history, geography, agriculture and ecology of this developing Latin American country. They assimilate still more
Spanish by spending the entire month in residence with a Costa Rican family where they share meals and become part of
the family unit. Evenings and weekends are usually "free," and Tech students have had no problem mingling with the locals
in various social settings. Mar ilynn Verret has served as a faculty chaperone as well. 

The English 102 faculty has selected a new literature book, The Bedford Introduction to Literature, and will begin using
it in the fall quarter, 2007. Thanks to those who served on the Textbook Committee: Celia Lewis, Karen R. Jacobs, Judy
Tubb, Susan L. Eller, Veronica M. Schuder, Julia Hardie, Brad Hatley, Paula Brown, Kay Ellender, Melanie Baum, Marcia
Culpepper, and Grace Orsulak. 

This year, the Depar tment of English, along with the Honors Program and the School of Performing Arts, will sponsor the
first Tech London Study Abroad Program. Sixteen students will travel to London, England, from June 6th  through the 26th

and take classes taught by Tech professors in Contemporary British Literature, Shakespeare, or Theater Appreciation. There
will be side trips to Bath, Oxford, and Canterbury Cathedral. Students will see two plays at the newly-restored Globe Theater
and ten shows in London.

Derek Lowe informs us that the winners of both of this year’s writing contests will be published in the Freshman Course
Packet, and he is hoping to get them announced in Tech Talk as well. He’s also trying to coordinate with Sigma Tau Delta
and have the contest winners presented at their initiation ceremony in May.
