Graduate Student Schedule (Thesis Option)
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Thesis Submission Schedule
Year 1:

· Preliminary Thesis Proposal deadline 

· Students must have their thesis topic in the form of a written proposal approved and signed by their advisor by the last day of their third quarter (or one year prior to intended graduation).  For students who started in the fall, this will be the spring quarter of the first year.  This proposal will be placed in the student’s file.
Year 2:

· Students must have their final formal thesis proposal approved and signed by the Graduate School by the end of the first quarter they are enrolled in thesis hours.

· Students will/must have a completed draft submitted to their thesis advisor for revisions by week one of the quarter in which they plan to graduate.  This will, ideally, be the student’s sixth quarter (spring of the second year).
· Thesis length – minimum 70 pages – maximum 125 pages

· Students will/must have a revised draft approved by their advisor by week three (six weeks prior to college deadline) of the quarter in which they intend to graduate.  The Thesis will then be distributed to the student’s entire committee.  Again, expect to do some revisions. 
· The Thesis will then be resubmitted to the Advisor for Final approval.  Oral defense and/or exams will be scheduled accordingly.  Submission to the College of Liberal Arts will be the final task.
